| began looking for answers to questions that | could not even articulate. All |
knew at the time was that | wanted to find out more about the sexual development
of children.

This field of enquiry opened up thousands of hours of reading, writing and
research culminating in the presentation of what is now referred to as ‘The Fish’!

Deut 4::9 Only be careful, and watch yourselves closely so that you
do not forget the things your eyes have seen or let them slip from your
heart as long as you live. Teach them to your children and to their
children after them.

EVOLUTION

Christians generally are aware of who Charles Darwin was and the impact his
ideas have had on the world. There is another man whose theories and agendas
have impacted the world more quickly and with immeasurable damage.

and attitudes of one man.

A guote from Judith A. Reisman, Ph.D

The Council for National Policy, Boston, Massachusetts October 13, 2001

In the late 1930s two little girls were raped and murdered. In response to the
public outcry J. Edgar Hoover declared a “war on the sex criminal...a sinister
threat to American childhood and womanhood.”11%4 The people demanded
strict enforcement of sex crime penalties. The laws reflected national
attitudes and a culture that held that:

- Age of Consent was 18 years old in 16 states and 16 in most others.
- Seduction was illegal and a felony in states like California.
- Adultery was grounds for “fault” divorce, fines and/or prison in most states.

- Rapists could receive a few years, to Death, in 18 states and life in 22
others.

Contrast these remarks with the following only 30 years later.

1969 The Georgia Law Review: Child molestation is a “relatively minor
crime... [the] absurdity of enforcing most of our sex laws...should be obvious,
even to the most prudish Neo-Puritans.”1[55]

1973 Missouri Revision Commission: Rape and child abuse “carry extremely
severe punishment...Those few who are punished are dealt with cruelly, to
the satisfaction of no one except a shrinking frenetic fringe of maniacal
moralists.” **®

1976 Maine Law Review: “Only threats of serious bodily injury, kidnapping, or
death will suffice to make out the crime of rape.” ¥

1983 The New Jersey Law Journal: “[T]he older term “rape” was fraught with
negative emotion and unrealistic for this era...There is no justification for the
perception that the female is a unique creature, harmed in some unique way
by untoward sexual behavior.” >3
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REGARDING OUR VOCABULARY

Will use many ‘old fashioned’ and little used words. No substitute carries the
concept in full. E.g. ‘Fornication’ carries the understanding of sin. ‘Pre marital
sex’ no longer bears that connotation.

AUSTRALIA'S CHRISTIAN HERITAGE

Before we go any further it’s important to understand that Australia is a Christian
country by heritage and upon the foundation of Christian law — namely the 10
Commandments.

Australian Family Association Journal . When Alfred became King of
England back in 871 AD, he formalized a body of rules based on the Ten
Commandments which was the beginning of our common law system. This
legal system... was inherited by all former British colonies including the US
and Australia. That system is now in danger. We are said to live in a multi-
faith society. The principles which have upheld our civilized, democratic
society for so long - such as the sanctity of human life and marriage, the
Importance of one day's rest in seven for all workers - are now said to be
potentially offensive to others. Many, if not most, of our laws were derived
from The Ten Commandments, yet every day of our lives we see... deliberate
violations of The Ten Commandments...

These essential Christian values are expressed in many ways such as our
marriage and Family laws, our Abortion laws protecting the sanctity of
life...These Christian values are the basis of our laws controlling or
prohibiting drugs, print and electronic forms of pornography, prostitution,
tobacco, homosexuality and alcohol abuse etc etc.

The vocal immoral minorities... have successfully lobbied Governments to
water down these Christian based laws by a practice known as “Fabianism”.
Fabianism is a policy of gradualism, gradually changing the laws by phony
arguments, so as not to awaken the sleeping giant, the Church .

Excerpts from “Sixty Years of Parenting” (summary)

In the past, good parenting was measured by the final product...today society
places greater emphasis on what parents tolerate than on what they
produce...Since the early 70’s society has redefined good and bad behaviour
for both the parent and the child...

In the 1930’s The Great Depression forced society to nurture it’'s basic unit,
the family...since common items were scarce they saved everything to reuse.

In the 1940’s the children of the Great Depression started their families. They
desired their children never to ‘go without’ in the same way they had, so
fathers and in many cases mothers went to work to build financial freedom.
Just as their parents had, this generation of parents saved everything...
which triggered the pathway to materialism...
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In the 40’s and 50’s the authority of fathers began to decline and the number
of working mothers increased. The interdependent family was gradually
being replaced by an individualistic family...

By half way through the 60’s those on the verge of adulthood began to reject
and ignore most of what their parents had stood for. Young people began to
see their parents as representatives of the Establishment, the old structure of
Authority representing the abused power. Many teenagers who HAD
everything only wanted their parents and were unaware of the hidden
motivation of their parents hard work... the parents of the 60’s perceived their
children as ungrateful...

The conflict in the family represented a society in turmoil. The late 60’s and
70’'s among the most turbulent years... Authority itself became the villain
rather than the actual men and women in the positions.

The 70’s gave way to individualism. Society encouraged everyone to do his
own thing... be his own person...live for the moment. Naturalists said that
man was a [mere’ biological animal...spawning a new morality and
acceptance of changing lifestyles. Sexual permissiveness became a
biological fulfillment apart form morality...society began redefining sin so that
no one would feel guilty... drunkenness was called alcoholism... adultery was
known as free love... homosexuality as alternative lifestyle.

The grand children of the depression... now parents... tired of war,
corruption, and abuse of power...worked hard to remove any association with
past parenting practices... they naively believed that id they could get their
children to see them as friends they would not see a repeat of the 60’s
crisis... They thought avoiding conflict was better than resolving conflict. SO
they removed the boundaries and took down the fences. By the end of the
70’s families were in worse shape than ever.

This child-centred emphasis increased in the 80’s...the decade of guilt and
the age of excuses. By the mid 80’s some... began to see something had
gone terribly wrong with the parenting programs of the 70’s.

Prior to all this parents followed a simple Judeo/Christian pattern of
childrearing. It accomplished the task; not perfectly, but better than what we
have seen in the past decades...

It is time to bring the cycle of misery, guilt and confusion in parenting to an
end. Bringing society back to the biblical foundations of the family is
impossible without first bringing back the household of God. For the church
to put parenting back on course, we must put from us secular thinking. We
must cling to the biblical meaning of marriage and the family.

The Goal of Growing Kids Gods Way is recorded as being “To raise morally
responsible and Biblically responsive children through to adulthood”.

These days the word ‘moral’, has begun to be treated with quite some distain in
our society. In recent years (outside of Growing Kids), | have heard it far more in
a negative context than in a positive.

We hear phrases such as “taking the moral high ground”. Or the word ‘moraliser’
arises.

The word ‘moral’ is bandied about with about as much pleasure and welcome as
someone else’s used handkerchief!!

| recently heard Mr Ezzo give a definition that is simple but profound. Short but
complete. This is it...

“Morality is the representation of the Character of God".
So it is on this understanding that | use the word.
In GKGW Gary Ezzo speaks of society having held to a “Moral consensus” —

...a collective agreement on right and wrong, acceptable and non acceptable
behaviour. Today we have such diversity of belief, our moral consensus had
all but disappeared. Even among Christians it is often hard to find common
ground.

In the last 50 years it is estimated in New Zealand that 90-95 % of the children of
church attending believers have fallen away... This statistic is scary and
heartbreaking. The Church (at large) has been failing to help parents disciple their
own children.

Plainly there is a breakdown of values and communication within the Church.

BARNA STATISTICS
| am not presenting the following stats merely for the purpose of shocking you.
Will we dare to examine how we personally fit within the following?

George Barna is the CEO of the Barna Research Group, Ltd., an independent
marketing research company. Since 1984 it has been studying cultural trends
related to values, beliefs, attitudes and behaviors. Barna has written 30 books
regarding marketing, cultural trends, religious beliefs and practices, and church
dynamics.
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(These statistics are reproduced with permission of the Barna Institute.)

From the Book: Real Teens, Recent research by the Barna Research Group
indicates that Mosaics (Those born after 1984) will baffle their elders by
exhibiting comfort with contradictions related to spirituality, family, career
development, morality, and politics. Sadly, Mosaics are also likely to gain the
reputation for being the most information-overloaded group ever.

From: The 7 Most Controversial Statistics

1. Among adults who have been married, born again Christians and non-
Christians have essentially the same probability of divorce.

2. Mormons are more likely to read the Bible during the week than are
Protestants or Catholics.

From: The 7 Most Challenging Outcomes

3. At least three out of ten born again adults say that co-habitation, gay sex,
sexual fantasies, breaking the speed limit or watching sexually-explicit movies
are morally acceptable behaviors.

From: The 7 Most Important or Revealing Results

4. Based on people's reactions to a series of moral issues, Americans are
comfortable legalizing activities - such as abortion, homosexuality and
pornography - that they feel are immoral.

5. Religious teaching or values minimally affect people's moral choices. The
major influences on such decisions are the expected personal outcomes of
their choices...

6. Compared to two years ago, just half as many Americans believe that
absolute moral truth exists, dropping from 38% in January 2000 to only 22%
in November 2001.

(Barna points out. "Embracing relativism under the guise of Christian faith
facilitates comfort with sin.)

From: Practical Outcomes Replace Biblical Principles As the Moral
Standard

Three-quarters of adults (74%) say they are concerned about the moral
condition of the nation. That point of view was only slightly more
pronounced among people who associate with the Christian faith than
among those who affiliate with other faiths or who have no faith involvement.

Moral Choices

Upon asking people to describe specific behaviors as either morally
acceptable or unacceptable, many adults indicated attitudes that conflict with
the moral positions advanced by their faith-of-choice.




From a biblical perspective, Americans are perhaps farthest off the mark in
the area of sexual fidelity. 5% of adults believe that having an affair with a
married person is morally acceptable.

17% believes that having an affair with an unmarried person is morally viable.
Six out of ten adults (58%) say that co-habitation is morally acceptable.

Born again adults were somewhat less likely than others to approve of these
various behaviors, but surprisingly high proportions of the born again sector
condoned these acts. For instance, 36% said co-habitation is morally
acceptable,

20% of all non-born again adults said drunkenness is morally acceptable
22% believed the use of profanity was morally acceptable

One of the key indicators of the changing values of Americans relates to the
nation's comfort with pornography. Half of all adults stated that watching a
movie with explicit sexual behavior is morally acceptable. That view was
shared by three out of ten born again adults. In like fashion, more than four
out of ten adults (43%) claimed that reading magazines with explicit sexual
pictures and nudity is morally acceptable. Half as many of the born again
adults embraced that perspective (21%).

When it comes to viewing R-rated movies, Christians are only a little less
likely than non-Christian to report that they have viewed one in the past 7
days. Of born-again Christians, 30% reported that they watched an R-rated
movie in the past week, compared to 40% of non-Christians. (1998)

More from Gary Ezzo:

Changes in society include:

Relativism — the adoption of the attitude that what's right for you may not be
right for me...

Feelings now govern —

Consider this progression: That which is common... becomes that which is
considered normal ... which becomes expected... which is eventually
considered healthy. (E.g. teenage rebellion)

Also consider: What one generation allows —another enjoys (E.g. dress,
language)

Revisionism — rewriting our history and laws

- Creation of the Christian underclass. Biblical values looked upon as

irrelevant.
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It's easy to listen to this as impersonal statistics. We rarely recognize ourselves in
cold numbers. However the church at large has accepted/adopted worldly (anti-
biblical) thinking without noticing, questioning or honestly measuring them beside
the Word of God. Our listening ease becomes disturbed when we examine our
own thinking upon the suspicion that God may be shining his light into the dark
and pokey corners of our hearts.

MARIGOLDS AND DAFFODILS

In “Cabbages for the King” Adrian Plass tells a story of his then 3 year old
daughter Katie. She’s being 3 and gorgeous - joyful in the sunshine, holding
flowers heavenward and shouting “daffodils, daffodils”. He bends down to correct
her ‘they are marigolds actually’ and she continues with undiminished joy shouting
“marigolds, marigolds™!

His point is, that he wishes that we as adults could receive correction in the same
manner — without the religious posturing and justification. Going on with God, with
new direction, in undiminished joy.

An aside: A word about the self esteem movement.

To extreme - this philosophy elevates conflict avoidance over conflict
management and happiness over holiness. Certainly words of
encouragement and praise for genuine effort were lacking from much of
the vocabulary of the past, but we have now countered beyond
correction.

By providing all their desires, helping them feel good all the time and
never saying ‘no’ we create an expectation for the whole of life. Then
they get to kindy with a group of ego-centric prima-donnas and we
wonder why they can’t seem to get along! The child on the mat next to
them hasn’t got a problem telling them ‘no’!!!

Our oldest (Lauren) was 2 when | first heard “let your yes be yes and
your no be yes too”. Thought it was brilliant at the time! | didn’t realize it
was total conflict avoidance. Making my life easier in the moment but
having a long term cumulative penalty. Kids need practice at handling
the reality of ‘no’.

This is an example of living and believing conflicting ideas. We can
murmur “tsk tsk” at the statistics quoted earlier but we do so not realizing
our own contradictions! | did not understand at that time that having a
child able to accept the “no™s of life is actually critical to their happiness
(long term)

ALFRED KINSEY is the name of the man who has been largely responsible for
shaping the thinking of the culture into which we were born. He is often referred
to as ‘the father of the sexual revolution’.

| first heard of him at our Bible Study group about 10 years ago from my Dad. Did
not grasp at that time how very much of my thinking had been shaped by the work
of this man.

Raised by Methodist parents Kinsey, “knew a great deal about

Judeo/Christian tradition and was indignant about what it had done to [the

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American] culture." (Kinsey's Legal Legacy “NEW AMERICAN” January 19,
1998)

“During the 1930’s and 40’s, Kinsey was trained as a zoologist. He was a
professor in the biology department at Indiana University and specialized in
the gall wasp. Kinsey believed that human sexuality could be studied much
like one studied the gall wasp. He considered man just another animal. The
Rockefeller Foundation donated large grants to Kinsey and his team to
conduct his surveys. He became the most famous man in the world for a
decade when the Kinsey Reports were published: “Sexual Behavior in the
Human Male” in 1948 and “Sexual Behavior in the Human Female” in 1953.

He wanted to free adults and children from any moral restraints and
encourage sexual freedom. He promised stronger marriages and better
sexual health. He claimed to be a neutral scientist with no agenda.

“Epidemic: How Teen Sex is Killing Our Kids”

Dr. Meg Meeker

-1 out of every 5 adolescents is living with an STD

In 1960 a shot of penicillin could kill the two known STD'’s, syphilis and
gonorrhea.

- Today there are no simple cures and in some cases, no cures at all.

- The CDC considers the STD epidemic a multiple epidemic of at least 25
separate Diseases (50 plus if you count all the various virus strains)

- HPV, just one STD, is directly responsible for 99.7% of the cervical cancer
cases and the deaths of nearly 5000 women each year.

- 80% of STD — infected teens are unaware they have an STD

- Half of all new HIV infections are in our youth (male and female)

- Condoms do not offer protection from most STD’s

- Because Kinsey’s reports were ‘scientific’ the media wrote of his work and
society began to speak of thing previously considered unmentionable.

- People paid so much attention as he claimed 18 000 interviews. Nothing of
that magnitude had ever been undertaken before.

- What is now known is that he changed and manipulated data to suit his own
ends. He redefined terms to meet his own desired outcomes.

When he began researching for the male volume a vast number of men were

away at war. He then went into prisons to conduct his surveys. These interviews

were presented as being a NORMAL REPRESENTATION OF MALE

SEXUALITY. Only about a quarter of the interviews were processed and used in
the two reports.

In an article: “Sex, Lies and the Kinsey Reports” by Rachel Wildavsky
(Readers Digest) it is noted

- The research team took histories from over 1400 convicted sex offenders,
and several hundred male prostitutes.

- About 75% of his male respondents volunteered to take part and such
volunteers were 2-4 times more sexually active than non volunteers.

He claimed that 28% of yr 8 boys — in the 1940’s — had engaged in
intercourse when the 28% refers to adult men who said they had had
intercourse by age 14 and whose education had not gone beyond year 8
Kinsey redefined ‘married women’ to include women who had lived in a
common-law (de facto) relationship for more than one year.

He determined that about half of all married men had affairs, 69% of men had
been with prostitutes, 10% of men had been homosexual for at least 3 years
[and engaging in other activities we will leave nonspecific)

He claimed many of these practices could be beneficial. Pre marriage sexual
contact helped women ‘adjust’ to marriage.

Girls would benefit form contact with adult men becoming ‘conditioned for the
acceptance of later activity’.

Kinsey had a large collection of pornography — never notifying law
enforcement of the existence of these known pedophiles.

Prominent scholars who knew his work was flawed continued to promote his
work.

- Academics were not the only ones to pooh-pooh the importance of whether
Kinsey was right. Ruth Westheimer, a phychosexual therapist who offers
advice to millions said “l don’t care much about what is correct and what is
not correct. Without him, | wouldn’t be Dr Ruth”.

While in the minority, some people have known the truth and have been largely
ignored, discredited or silent. The area of ‘research’ that | find the most stomach
turning is that of the children.

Kinsey claimed that 9 technically trained observers had taken data from the 317
infants and children involved. The ages of these children beginning at age 2
months. | will not give detail here about the data or methods but it is imperative
that you grasp the unreliability of the children’s’ ‘research’ and the subsequent
conclusions. Please keep in mind that he redefined and changed data as
previously mentioned and continued in like form with the children’s study —
actually abuse is a better and more accurate word. Kinsey concluded that
children derive pleasure from sexual contact. However what he integrated into the
meaning of the word ‘pleasure’ is detestable.

The Kinsey Reports brought about enormous changes in law, medicine,
science, education and the ministry according to Dr. Judith Reisman, author
of “Kinsey: Crimes and Consequences” (1998,2000)... Kinsey concluded that
humankind had sexual capacity and desire from birth, not from puberty.

Pre-Kinsey, “sex” was a biological or botanical term for dividing male and
female, as in “male and female He created them.” It was not a term for
physical intimacy inside or outside of marriage. Inside the marriage there was
the “marital act” which was not discussed in public any more than in the
Scriptures. Kinsey achieved his aim to make “sex” a common conversational
topic. Pre-Kinsey physical intimacies outside of marriage, fornication, rape,
sodomy, abortion, etc., were crimes . (Eunice Ray - Is Pleasure the
Measure)

Kinsey quote: (my sanitized version)

Because children are sexual from birth they are never harmed by...sex... and
most often benefit thereby. There is no medical or other reason for... sex... to
be forbidden. People left on their own are naturally bisexual. Religious
bigotry forces people to become heterosexual and monogamous... All sexual
experimentation before marriage will increase the likelihood of success of
long term marriage and sexual disorders and VD will be dramatically reduced.

Kinsey's Legal Legacy

At the very time the ALI's Model Penal Code was being developed, there was
a growing public outcry for tightening, not loosening, sexual psychopath laws.
But respected magistrate Morris Plascowe, the model code's principal author,
argued (based on Kinsey's findings of course) that "When a total clean-up of

sex offenders is demanded, it is, in effect, a proposal to put 95 percent of the
male population in jalil...

Kinsey claimed that according to Law 95% of all men would have to be jailed.
Because so many (he claimed) were behaving thus — this was NORMAL and
therefore the law needed changing. (Remember the pool of people he drew from
— presenting deviant behaviour as ‘normal’

...Kinsey died believing that his crusade to promote more enlightened sexual
attitudes had not succeeded. Yet in 1957, a year after Kinsey's death, the
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Supreme Court in Rothv. U.S., a
case handled by Ernst, relaxed the
once protective American legal
definition of obscenity.

In 1961, lllinois became the first
state to repeal its sodomy statute,
and today less than half of the
states retain sodomy statutes.

In 1973, Dr. Mary Calderon, a
leading Kinseyan, was cited in the
Roe v. Wade decision which
legalized abortion. Since Roe a
staggering 34 million babies have
been aborted.

Also in 1973, the American
Psychiatric Association removed
homosexuality from its list of
psychopathologies, and in 1995,
pedophilia was removed.

Today, Kinsey's fingerprints are all
over the current literature of law,
medicine, and the social sciences.
For example... a database of the
major national law journals,
during... 1982-96, 499 authors cite
Kinsey versus 71 citations for the
more recent Kinseyans, Masters
and Johnson. In the Science
Citation and Social Science Citation
Indices, Kinsey rates thousands

of listings, twice as many as
Freud.

Yet most of us had never heard of him!
Please take a look at these graphs. You

will notice how dramatically the numbers
jump from the year 1964 and onwards.
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KINSEY COHORTS

Now we come to hearing about some of
Kinsey's cohorts... Over time Kinsey’s
‘new sexuality’ has gained acceptance,
momentum and credibility. Infiltrated,
disseminated, enlarged and built upon to
the point of it's the roots being
unrecognizable to our generation.

Common Law
Kinsey worked with the ALI —
American Law Institute and
developed Model Penal Code. First
released in 1955 The MPC was
sent to foreign governments, state
bar associations and legislatures and was subsequently adopted, all or in
part, by most busy state legislatures. It was generally accepted as a legal
update based on the latest scientific research.

1963 saw the removal of prayer and the Bible from schools in America with two
Supreme Court decisions. The Bible had to be removed, and the law changed as
prior to that sexually explicit information spoken to under 18’s was “Molesting a
minor with immoral intent”. This was not possible without abolishing Common law
first.

Kinsey's intent was to produce sex survey findings that would cripple
Common Law which he claimed unfairly penalized rapists and other sex
offenders. To that end he reported NO serious rape data and dismissed ALL
child and adult rape as harmless ‘victimless crime’.

Mary Calderone
...was the medical director and co founder of Planned Parenthood.

Planned Parenthood and the abortion movement also gained significant influence
in 1948 when the Kinsey Reports claimed that abortion was common and
harmless. Kinsey said his “married”™ women of the 1930s and 1940s commonly
had premarital sex, committed adultery and 22% had abortions. He also reported
that 90% of single women had had abortions.

Abortion Wars was a book about the struggle to legalize abortion on demand
which cited Kinsey. It also cites Mary Calderone (who is citing Kinsey). The
American Law Institute (with whom Kinsey was in league) — legalizes abortions.
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SIECUS

Stepping into the viod left by banishing Bible and prayer from the classroom —
the Kinsey institute launced SIECUS (Sex Information and Education Councll
of the United States) specifically to teach Kinseyan ideology as sex education
with Planned Parenthood as it's field representatives. From 1964 to the
present the Kinsey Institute, Planned Parenthood and SIECUS (all recipients
of Playboy grants) taught the new standard in almost all sex ed curricula in
the nations classrooms.

SIECUS’ new leader was Dr Mary Calderone.

By the 1960s, Kinsey’s model was being taught at the University level.!
SIECUS, the Sex Information and Education Council of the United
States, was launched from The Kinsey Institute in 1964 to teach the Kinsey
model.

Mary Calderone states her reasons for promoting SE in this way:

What is sex for? It's for fun, that | know, for wonderful sensations. It's also for
reproduction, sedation, reward, punishment...sex is not something to be
feared or degraded or kicked around or used. Sex is not something you turn
off like a faucet. If you do, it's unhealthy...We need new values to establish
when and how we should have sexual experiences... You are moving beyond
your parents. But you can't just move economically or educationally. You
must move sexually, as well. You must learn how to use sex. This is it: first, to
separate yourselves from your parents... In the last 15 years, we have lifted
all forms of discipline and control, and substituted nothing for them... Few are
the rules about anything, including sex. I'm a religious person, but | don't
believe the old 'Thou Shalt Nots' apply anymore.

Hugh Heffner

...read the Kinsey Reports and spearheaded the legalization of obscenity in
America. Introducing Playboy in1953 leading to the Pornography revolution.
Later “Playboy” provided funding for sex research and education. Kinsey
took his model to academic world — Heffner took it to the ‘college Joe’ —
himself claiming to be Kinsey’'s pamphleteer.

Harry Hay
In 1948 Harry Hay read in the Kinsey Reports that 10-37% of the population is
“homosexual.” Like Hefner, he found the reports to be fully supportive of his
lifestyle... He became the founder of the Gay Movement.
RSVP Training Manual - Homosexual historians have lionized Harry Hay for
his ‘profound contribution’ to gay rights. He positioned homosexuals as a
‘minority’ only seeking civil rights thus equating for the first time homosexual
conduct as a distinct ‘cultural minority’ with minority membership and rights.

SEXUALITY — CHALLENGING THE MINDSET.

You may wonder at the relevance of some of what | have said as it pertains to
YOU PERSONALLY...

But does the fish know it's wet? We want to reveal where our opinions have come
from. We cannot use the word of God to support what we think - rather we must
use it to shape what we think! Most of us are pretty good at holding opinions but
do we know where they came from? We need to find out if our opinions are
actually representative of God'’s heart!

It is quite possible and evidenced by history, for a leader of any capacity to lead
others quite logically into wrong thinking, wrong conclusions and wrong behaviour.
All the while believing it is right. The only way to tell if it really IS right is to
measure it honestly beside Scripture.

SOME RESULTS OF THE SEXUAL REVOLUTION

Sexualized Children
Consider: Magnetized paperclips!

Alfred Kinsey has convinced us that ‘children are sexual from birth’. From that
platform society is taught that to repress or inhibit that ‘sexuality’ in any way is
unhealthy for them.

Dale O’Leary: Speech to Delaware Pro-Life Conference

The primary goal of the Sexual Revolution is the sexualization of children.
Sexual Revolutionaries understand that if children are brought up chaste and
modest, and protected from sexual molestation and early sexualization, their
agenda will fail. They need to break down sexual restraint early.

Why are our children doing so badly in school? Why do we see
unprecedented violence between children? In many cases | am convinced
that these are the direct effects of the sexualization of children.

What do we know about children and sex? We know that young children from
birth to six are capable of sensations associated with their sexual organs, and
emotional attachments. But they do not need to engage in sexual activity. The
work of childhood is growing up.

Around age six the child enters the latency period. During this period the child
forms relationships with his peers and particularly with same-sex peers. While
| was in Ireland... an elementary school principal spoke about the importance
of the latency period. He explained that during this period children need to be
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protected from sexualizing influences, because this is the period in which they
develop virtues such as compassion, empathy, courage, honesty, and
discipline. If the child is sexualized during the latency period, this
development is short circuited and these children never develop these
virtues. They grow up morally stunted, seeing themselves as valuable only
for their sexuality , detached from their own bodies, and unable to properly
value others as persons. As he spoke tears came to my eyes because | had
seen the shining faces of children on the roads of country Ireland -- bright,
beautiful, and innocent -- and contrasted them with the children | see on the
street of my own city -- hollow-eyed, cynical, estranged from themselves.

In this country we spend a fortune on education and then complain that it
fails. How can we expect to keep the attention of sexualized children? Any
good teacher will tell you that they can pick out the sexually abused child -
distracted, depressed, acting out -- the symptoms are obvious. What is less
obvious is the semi-abused child, the one whose innocence has been stolen
not by some paedophile hanging around the park or some lecherous uncle,
but by a culture that sends sexualized commercials and soap operas into
their bedrooms on their very own color TV's.

Sexualized children become liars and cheaters, distracted from school work
by emotions they are unable to deal with.

Judith Reisman:
Kinsey data was used to prove that children were sexual from birth. What it
actually proves is that even very small children can be molested

Observations of a decade in an STD Clinic - Audrey Werner

If you remember the graphs, the numbers skyrocketed at the time prayer and
bible was taken out. This had to happen to pave the way for SE to come into
the classrooms as prior to that it was against the law . Sex Education
programs were implemented the year after prayer and the Bible was taken
out.

However — even though SE was still technically against the law in the school
Audrey attended, attitudes had changed such that SE was still carried out.

In 1991 the average age of children commencing having sex was16. By
1999 children as young as 10 were sexually active.

In 1991 they carried out routine aids testing on adult men. By 1991they were
testing 10 yo boys.

* In a certain presidential era of the 1990’s, the US pornography laws were
loosened. In 1995 the pornography industry boomed and in 1996 they
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witnessed a dramatic increase in date rape. (Pornography depicts women as
prey.

* This was the most tangible evidence | have ever seen of the speed in which
changes to law can have as real effect.

From Reflections of Moral Innocence (ROMI): Harris survey

A Harris survey conducted for Planned Parenthood back in 1987 (covering a
10 year period) demonstrated that with virtually unlimited tax dollars, school

based comprehensive sex education curriculum saw teen pregnancy double
and teen abortions rise 300%.

The belief that comprehensive sex education curriculums do not encourage
teen promiscuity was also shattered by the survey. Girls who had no
exposure to school based sex education programs had the lowest rate of
pregnancy. Those who had the most exposure had the highest rates. In fact
the more money spent the higher the pregnancy and abortion rates.

From the Journal of the Australian Family Association

Article: Sex Education and the Young — Anne Lastman (Post abortion grief
counsellor)

“After having reviewed several sex ed programs | have come to the
conclusion that it is no wonder that the sacredness of human life is absent
from the knowledge of children who have attended or had these programs
inflicted on them. Indeed | would have been surprised if it were otherwise...
SE programs are not only destructive but are clearly and unambiguously anti
— life, and ultimately the antithesis of all that is good and from God. Abortions
in 13, 14, 15 and 16 year olds becomes possible when a young person’s
sexuality is assaulted. This, either through abandonment by parents and the
placement in the hands of those who do not have the interest of the young
person at heart, or by visual stimulation whether by the medium of television,
video’s, movies, or by communal group discussion about sexual organs and
practices (class)...

Sexuality is not on a par with math’s, English or i nformation technology.
It is about holiness, wholeness, integrity, sacredn ess and life... Asa
post abortion grief counsellor | have encountered many young and very
young women who have been wounded by their abortion experience.
However from my own observation it was not only abortion that wounded
them but also a pseudo maturity, which they had become entrapped in and
lived. Young males and females not fully entered into puberty yet
participating in acts too mature for their psychological/spiritual development.”
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Please don’t miss the point of the Harris survey above. It's not that these
programs might necessarily promote abortion as a choice (though some do) it's
more that information can be both stimulating as well as acting as a suggestion.

As we bring the focus in from society - to church and school - to family and
personal life, we are challenged to consider how much of Kinsey’'s man-made
agenda has been lived out in our homes, ideas, attitudes, conduct and parenting.

The only objective standard we have is scripture. Every era in history has had its
own set of problems, inconsistencies and sin. Victorian times saw the legs of
furniture covered for modesty’s sake but women removed the ‘modesty pieces’
from the bodices of their dresses for evening wear. | don’'t mean to paint the
picture that prior to Kinsey our world was a utopia. It wasn’'t - and | am very aware
that there will be people present whose memory of a previous generation is not
one that is favourable.

Remember | refer to the general moral consensus being one that was generally
more reflective of biblical values prior to, rather than post, — Kinsey.

Something that | find helpful in sorting out the wrong, rights or principles is to
consider — similarly to “What Would Jesus Do?” is “Imagine Jesus”. If the thought
IS so incongruous to what we would imagine Jesus having done — we have a
principle to follow for we know that He was sinless. For example could you
Imagine the youthful Jesus behaving with a girlfriend the way so many of our
young people behave in relationships and call it “preparing for marriage™? The
thought so revolts me | cannot begin to imagine it.

OF PROTECTION / PREPARATION

The context in which | speak of protection tonight is that of guarding their
innocence — against the world’s influences that surround us. | am not specifically
addressing the issues of protection against sexual abuse. That would be another
whole topic. However the protection | do speak of is an element in building
healthy safe limits that can assist against abuse.

ROMI speaks at length about the Imagination... | have been attempting to protect
your imagination with the lack of explicit terms and graphic descriptions (as the
subject matter would imply).

The imagination is capable of building images never actually seen or experienced.
Lack of explicit knowledge can work for the protection of a child’s imagination.
Explicit terminology is such that it goes to work in the mind of a child — to be built
upon by other exposures (almost always to be heard within a sexual frame of
reference) defiling their mind. We are to guard against the effects of the world in
our child’s minds and hearts to the best of our ability. It's important to recognise
22
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here that the information you mean for good — the world will use for evil. Other
more general terms are not necessarily spoken of in sexual framework (or even at
all) so the child is less open to defilement.

Gary Ezzo: Reflections of Moral Innocence

Protecting the sexual innocence of our children involves taking steps to
prevent or at least minimize the intrusion of moral perversion in the minds of
our children until they are old enough to develop a moral value system
that can internally regulate their behaviour and th eir moral decisions.

Preparation not only identifies the process by which the parents communicate
moral values to their children, but also how they live out their value system in
front of their children.

Protection does not override preparation — both are needed. Protection does not
condone ignorance. Failure to prepare a child (for the changes in their body) is
negligence (neglect is a form of abuse).

However | would rather be over zealous on the side of overprotection than of
under protection. You can always release them to more information. It is far
harder to erase the effects of too much information.

The word “protection” does imply danger and logical response.

INNOCENCE/IGNORANCE/INSULATION

Living in the age of information, this phrase alone tends to imply that ALL
information is good. Sometimes it's not that information is bad as much as:
- Too much is overwhelming

- Too much is unnecessary

- Too much is confusing

- Too much is burdensome

- Too much too soon is too much

Issues too weighty for our children extend beyond sexual matters. They are
children for such a short time — their turn at shouldering the burdens of the world
will come in time, e.g. the evening news.

Too much information can lead to:
Fear — might that happen here or to me?
Inoculation - against caring about the very thing spoken of. (How much impact
for the starving children in Ethiopia REALLY have on our generation???).
Grief — Sometimes a book is so descriptive that it can cause real abiding grief
and/or identification with characters or life experiences. Do our kids really need
grief that isn’t theirs, to have to cope with?
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WE'RE NOT TALKING IGNORANCE HERE
Age appropriateness... bring them into knowledge gradually.

Ezzo: “The Proactive Indirect Method of Sex Education”
Imagination — extensive discussion on how we can help protect our children’s
imaginations
- The use of General rather than explicit terms — the reasons, and the
alternatives
Instruct to Principle. Every time we train in principle we train across the board.
Preferable to training for a specific action to a specific circumstance. Eg.
teaching patience in waiting for a drink translates to other things too.
- Teaches to create opportunities to train
- Teaches ‘Whole child’ appropriateness. That knowledge is to be progressive.
Moral and chronological (whole child preparedness) age
What is their REAL question? (Protection)
What is their need of knowledge? (Preparation)
- The earlier you start the better. The broader the base and the less intrusion.
Information that you mean for good the world means for evil.

The biggest error we (Rod and I) have seen people make with ROMI is that they
go away remembering only the protection side — forgetting the preparation side.

HOLINESS

Believe it or not, presenting our children as virgins on their wedding day is not the
goal. Holiness is — and within that, purity, chastity, modesty. Holiness is the
context into which everything to follow fits.

PURITY/ CHASTITY

Purity defined...

Cleanness; freedom from foulness or dirt; as the purity of a garment.

Freedom from guilt or the defilement of sin ; innocence ; as purity of heart or life.

Chastity defined...
Freedom from contamination by illicit sexual connection.

Lisa Bevere:

“God wants to move us beyond the restraint of the law (which arouses sin)
and plant us into a garden of longing — where our sexuality and passion is
carefully guarded and cultivated until the time for its awakening”.

Purity is not something to maintain only until marriage.
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| have spent much time wondering how we can be best effective at conveying
these issues to our children. (Adolescent/teen)

Here’s an example | found helpful...

Jonathon Lindvall:

Boy going on first date...

Father’s questions:

1. Are you going to marry this girl?

2. Will you probably then get married to someone else?

3. If you don’t marry this girl, might she then marry someone else?

4. So you are taking out someone else’s wife tonight?

5. What are the chances that your future wife is going out on a date tonight
with someone else?

6. What to you want the young boy who is taking out your future wife tonight
to do with her?

Boy “Oh | get it... do unto others...!”

1T15:1 Do not rebuke an older man harshly, but exhort him as if he were

your father. Treat younger men as brothers, 2 older women as mothers,
and younger women as sisters, with absolute purity.

| believe that attitudes and behavior contrasted before and after marriage holds
examples of the kind of conflicting views and behaviour we all were horrified at in
the Barna stats.

Before marriage young people behave as though they can treat each other as
though they are in a meat market. Flirting, forplay, etc. If these very same
behaviours are not acceptable after marriage with members of the opposite
sex other than your partner , why should we look at them as OK before
marriage? Marriage should represent sexual freedom. The world has come to
view it as sexual restriction.

MODESTY

Defined:

Vines: Orderly, well arranged, decent, harmonious arrangement.
The well ordering is not of dress and demeanour only, but of the inner life,
uttering in deed and expressing itself in the outward conversation.

Modesty is about attitude.
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Modesty is a reflection of the understanding of your value.

And the outward evidence of internal consideration of the purity of others and your
effect on that.

Modesty is also very much about appropriateness.
Begin as you mean to go

Dannah Gresh: Secret Keeper The Gestalt Theory of Continuity
The Gestalt theory teaches a graphic
designer to control the viewers time by
forcing the viewer to mentally complete a
visual image. Because the brain is intrigued
by completing the incomplete, it will always
pause to finish an unfinished picture.

You think you see a triangle because it’s the
most common image your brain wants to use
to complete this.

People say they see a person even though this

Is just a couple of lines. We naturally seek to

‘ continue the visual elements. This is the
Gestalt principle of continuity.

A Skirt with high splits invites a man to finish a
picture. This is simple visual science.

Bare bellies etc invite the onlooker to complete
the picture. It's not the thrill of what is seen
but rather of what is yet to be seen.

Why does it matter if someone looks at you (or your daughter) this way?

Because it is sin for a man to look on a woman in lust.

Because the way he is wired makes it appealing to look.

Because the way our culture dresses it makes it increasingly difficult to keep his
thoughts pure.

Because we are to desire the best for our brothers (in the Lord) helping them to
steer clear of sin.

Because we’'re told not to cause one another to stumble.

Because it's a protection of you.
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- Because it says “I'm worth waiting for — and it's not you or you or you or you
either...”
Because it's about valuing whose you are.

- Because it's about honouring and not defrauding your husband (present or
future)

- Because you were bought with a price and you are not your own.

- Because it inspires a man to be worthy of you rather than seeking to conquer
you. (LB)

Modesty is for the sake of the protection and purity — of the dresser and onlooker
alike.

WHAT ONE GENERATION ALLOWS ANOTHER ENJOYS

- Trends — don'’t create the monster! Don’t follow trends slavishly! If we ‘have to
buy Osh Kosh as babies, why would they not insist on Billabong when teens?

- How do you want them dressing when they're teens?

Begin as you mean to go. Begin with the end in mind.

Lisa Bevere 164, 166

1 Tim 2:9-10

| also want women to dress modestly, with decency and propriety... not with
braided hair or gold or pearls or expensive clothes, but with good deeds,
appropriate for those who profess to worship God.

In my opinion there are some big ideas here. First and foremost a woman'’s
dress is to be modest; this means void of pride and without the intent of
drawing attention to itself. Second, it is to be decent, which means pure,
moral and virtuous.

There is an alarming lack of modesty in daughters who have been raised in
the church. | often have mothers of young boys who plead with me, “Tell the
young girls that how they dress is really affecting the young men!” The third
description of dress in this passage is the word propriety. This is best defined
as being appropriate and respectful of it's setting. Just as a guest wearing
gym clothes at a wedding would dishonour the bride and groom, we need to
be sensitive to honour others with our choice of clothing.

Your enemy wants to strip you, make sport of you, and merchandise your

body, but your heavenly Father wants to clothe you with beauty, strength,
dignity, and honour that will endure.
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EMBARRASSMENT

In the book “A RETURN TO MODESTY”, Wendy Shalit begins with a dedication to
everyone that has ever been embarrassed. She makes the point that
embarrassment is a God given inbuilt protection. That when we feel
embarrassed, it is a warning that something is being trespassed.

Consider guilt. There is a true guilt that should take us on our knees before God
in repentance and there is also false guilt that is burdensome and not of God.

Embarrassment can also have both right and wrong applications. Some of this is
dependant on your definition — kids often use it incorrectly where nervous (for
instance) would be more apt. However my point is that just because it feels
unpleasant does not mean we should explain it away.

One meaning of embarrassment is ‘shame’. When you think of a person who ‘has
no shame’ there is an absence of needful embarrassment.

TOWARDS MARRIAGE
In a speech by Dale O'Leary | read

“...we have to promote the truth about sexuality. The Sexual Revolutionaries
frequently claim that they are for sexual pleasure and we are against it. And
we have allowed them to get away with it. Too often we sound as if we are
against the pleasures of sexual intimacy. We have not made it clear that we
are the defenders of the real joys of human intimacy and that they don't even
know what sex is for. Their concept of sexuality is infantile - self-center sexual
satisfaction... we [adults/Christians] have to smile, to shine with joy, to
radiate love whether married or celibate and show that we have what the
Sexual Revolution can never deliver”.

With divorce rates (and the statistics on adultery etc.) that equal secular
statistics...l would say that the Church is not doing too well setting an example or
showing the way. | do think that many within the church have recognized the
problem and have tried to tackle it — but have done so with more of the same. As
though by stopping being embarrassed and starting to talk about sex we are going
to solve the problem.

Do we see a more chaste and pure generation? The last 50 years have proven
that the ‘talk about sex’ approach has not worked in terms of the Christian goals of
sex ed.
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The church must begin to equip marriages for purity. For a life of exhuberant
enjoyment untainted by defilement. Why would the world come to Christians for
answers to their most intimate struggles when they see no difference?

When you have something of great value, which also carries with it the potential
for great damage - you need specific measures in place to protect it — present and
future.

If marriages (inc Christian) are breaking up at a rate of 52%, it occurs to me to
wonder how many are actually doing well?

When we got married 16 %2 years ago it was 33%. Does that mean that when the
children of our generation marry that it will have reached 65% break up? |
already have a hard time attending weddings when one out of two is statistically
destined to split. What will it be like attending our own kid’s weddings if two in
three is likely to divorce?

| am not saying | have all the answers but surely it should be better than this?
And if it should be then it has to be possible to turn the tide.

What | am trying to do here is less about answers than it is about creating the right
guestions. Having the right question is important in order to hear the right answer.

RELATIONSHIPS AND RULES
| have to admit that | like rules. They give clarity.

Definition of ‘rule’ — an action or strategy based on principle.
However they will only protect us to the degree we let them.

Mankind will always find new ways to get around rules — feeling justified all the
while.

Just as we want to swap family rules for family courtesies as children take
ownership of the moral reasons why, we desire to see our kids develop from mere
responding to rules to relating to God. By understanding to whom they belong,
and who they wish to portray, represent and honour with their lives.

Lisa Bevere:

“God longs for those who want more than to be good, He desires those
who want to be His”.

- Young people who move through the minefield of a sex mad culture - in purity of
heart, mind, body and spirit
ROMI: What is the goal of sex education? "The goal of sex education is not to
teach your children how to have safe sex, but rather how to be masters of their
passions instead of being enslaved to them.

Contrast this with Family Planning WA
"Safe sex is about taking responsibility for your own health and being in
control of your own body."

If we aim for purity — no one is compromised. All gain. Sexual health is not even
an issue. It is never lost or defiled on the purity journey.

| recognize we are all coming at this from different directions. There may be
difference in how we get to the destination of purity, but the destination is
nevertheless the same.

A word here about Darwin... The widespread acceptance of evolution into society
IS a major contributor to the acceptance of the values we see as contradictory to
scripture. If man is only an animal, then sexual activity is merely physical. Simply
a bodily function.

Mainstream society has divorced this aspect of life from the whole self. If we
separate sexuality from spirituality we remove the God factor and with it - the
understanding that sexual behaviour outside of His design is sin which has the
potential to separate man from God.
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Children and young people need to learn matters pertaining to the life process in
the context of their age as a ‘whole’ child. We cannot section it off to a merely
physical act. We must build the knowledge across all facets of growth and
learning. This task is only achievable in the context of the long term love
relationship with their parents.

“Heart” relates to moral capacity

# What is the child’'s moral age?

# Moral warehouse — how well are the shelves stacked?
# What is the characterization of their behaviour?

“Soul” relates to emotional capacity
# Do emotions control the child - or is the child be coming characterized by
controlling their emotions?

“Mind” relates to Intellectual capacity

+ The ability to process and apply information approp riately within the
spheres of learning, and manage the interplay betwe  en the spheres of
learning

“Strength” relates to Physical capacity
#+ The need to know based on physical development and chronological age.

Knowledge is to be progressive. We understand this concept with everything
elselll We don't start our 4 and 5 year olds on reading novels but with sounds,
letters and recognition of their names!

We understand that we build progressively towards algebra and Trig. We don't hit
‘em with it just because after all ‘children are mathematical’!!!!

If we are to minister to the WHOLE child we cannot view the mere passing of
physical information as sufficient.

If we leave building blocks out all together or stack them wrong we end up with a
less than accurate picture of His character.

PARENTAL RESPONSIBILITY

Sex education as we have known it - is built on severely flawed research.

God gave these children to their PARENTS. The responsibility for the task of

raising the child falls to the parent. Parents will answer to God for the job they did
or didn’t do. RO 14:12 So then, each of us will give an account of himself to God.
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PS 78:4-7 we will not hide them from their children; we will tell the next
generation the praiseworthy deeds of the LORD, his power, and the
wonders he has done. He decreed statutes for Jacob and established
the law in Israel, which he commanded our forefathers to teach their
children, so the next generation would know them, even the children yet
to be born, and they in turn would tell their children. Then they would put
their trust in God and would not forget his deeds but would keep his
commands.

As you can see from the complexity of the spheres of learning and the
development of the child, the parent is the only one with a clear picture of the
whole child.

No one else can possibly know or love your child like you do. No one else has the
God ordained authority to teach your children of such fundamentally moral an
ISsue as sex.

Schools have been hit with a double barreled gun loaded by parents. While
unloading more of the contents of our own knapsack with one hand, we have
removed from them many of the tools that enable them to be optimally effective.

“Here fix my child — but don’t make him feel bad”
“Here teach my child — | haven’t taught him to sit still but now he’s your problem”
Here teach my child but I've not taught him respect”...

Parents have participated in perpetuating the dilemma schools face.

| find Vs 16a in the Amplified, particularly compelling.
“She considers a (new) field before she buys or accepts it (expanding
prudently and not courting neglect of her present duties by
assuming other duties ); with her savings (of time and strength) she
plants fruitful vines in her vineyard”.

If you approach your school remember they are not the enemy. They too have
been educated in the same era of shifting sands as you and I. Never forget what
you didn’t know not so long ago.

Make your approach in gentleness and respect — equipped with reasons. (1 Peter
3:15)

Every ‘Christian’ SE program | have seen is Kinseyan is essence.
First - by definition.
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A Christian’s goal is purity — not sexuality. Prior to Kinsey, parents were more
concerned with instruction in righteousness the higher aim.

ABSTINENCE

Abstinence programs are offered by Christian and secular institutions.

There will be great variance in the quality of the Christian Abstinence programs.
The concern is that they may create the illusion that the protection of virginity =

purity.

This is where we must seek out and understand the definition of terms. When |
first heard that abstinence was being taught | thought it was great. However |
realized the abstinence message misses the mark in that the maintenance of
virginity till marriage or condoms - is no where near the target of purity.

SEICUS (Sex Education and Information Council of the United States) also has its
own message.

Judith Reisman:

Thus, sex “education” programs in the schools can use the phrase
“Abstinence” to allow for anything from “no” to indulging in the full range of
“Outercourse” behaviors. Here Abstinence is saying “yes” to any sex act,
with condoms...

“Abstinence” programs are permitted in the schools, not because they are
morally based or better for children, but because abstinence is simply another
“choice.”

An encouraging point of note is that the Abstinence programs have now claimed

approx 30% of the SE programs in the US. This is evidence that people are
waking up to the failure of SE at large.

Of course the opinions of others can be uncomfortable and even hurtful but they
are not the one | am to give account to for our children.

The thought of having to account to God scares me enough to want to stay ‘on
track’ as we understand God to have revealed Himself to us in the face of
misunderstanding and disapproval.

When | said ‘I don’t care...’ this is not to be understood as license to be rude or
ungracious to people. We are called to be in relationship with our brothers and
sisters under Christ who is the Head. This means approaching and explaining
where needed with gentleness and respect. (We've discovered some of the depth
of what this means the hard way). Passion is not an excuse for bad behaviour.

- to live ready to give answers (gentleness and respect)

PHP 2:14 po everything without complaining or arguing, 19 so that you
may become blameless and pure, children of God without fault in a
crooked and depraved generation, in which you shine like stars in the

“It is a lie to believe He is incapable of keeping His promises, and He has
promised to keep us from falling and present us blameless before the
throne”.

This question is based on the presupposition that Sex
Education in it's present form is right, proper, complete and going to have the
desired effect.

The “whole child concept” gives the reason why this is the wrong question. No
one else can know and understand all the developing capacities of your child to
give them what they need in a progressive manner. No one else can love you
child like you can — no matter how nice they are!

The Christian school will never achieve what the home cannot / is not.

3. They hear it anyway — media, friends.
Yes they will hear and see a lot. We are to do what we can to minimize the
effects.

Media
YOU are in control of the media they are exposed to at least as far as TV, music
in the home. So TAKE control! This is something to be proactive in.
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Movie ratings, TV ad’s, News. Teach them to be active about what comes along.
Not to just sit there blankly. | recently asked our 15 year old Lauren what things
she felt Rod and | had done as a family that had helped her form a mindset of
purity. Her first answer was that she thought all those times we had turned off or
over the TV when there were people kissing (let alone anything worse — but she
specifically mentioned kissing) really helped firm her knowledge that that was
something special and for married people only! What a joy to a mum’s heart!

Also, underline your teaching when it comes to the unacceptability of lewd
materials in public places - complain to management! Live the example to your
kids!

Playground
This is where the importance of building relationship with our kids comes in.

- Are our kids characterized by coming to us with their questions?
- Are our kids characterized by coming to us to talk through the things they hear
at school?

There is much can be said to help them in their way

- Help them understand the ‘unreliability’ of what they hear in the playground,
building the importance of coming to you to talk it over. Remember you don’t
need to over do it on specific info. Always point them toward God. Help them
see the importance of discretion.

- Character training — discretion, discernment, wise choice in friends.

- Help them learn to walk away.

- Give them strategies to help in situations —saying things like “this is how our
family chooses to honour God...”  Teach them not to argue — they’ll be
arguing in fact with the other child’s parents...will never win, so don’t approach
it as needing to ‘win’.

- Give loads of encouragement when they do come to you and when they do do
the right thing.

This query illustrates “Protection through the insulation of innocence”. Kids
reinterpret what they hear within a context that they do understand .

E.g. One of our kids at 8 years old was invited by a girl his age to go and ‘do sex’.
Neither he nor probably she know the meaning of what they were saying but we
were the safe place to talk about it.

4. My parents didn't tell me anything  and
a) | felt like a fool
b) | wasn't prepared
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a) Are we going for happiness or holiness?
This is a relationship problem more than it is an information problem.

This kind of thinking is under developed which leads to faulty conclusions which is
dangerous. This kind of thinking is parenting on feelings rather than on God’s
objective truth. This kind of thinking says that every negative emotion is bad
rather than understanding that even a negative emotion can lead you to greater
good.

This kind of thinking says:
“My mother was authoritarian. | will do everything as opposite as | can”.

Not everything she ever did will have been bad. It is lack of relationship that leads
an adult daughter to reject everything as bad

When we parent the wounded ness of our own childhood in our children we can
never achieve the result we are after. This is a different child with different
parents. A different setting and life of experience. We set ourselves up for failure.
We have to parent our own child, not our childhood self. If we parent our
childhood we will miss theirs.

b) Not being prepared was not OK, but don’t superimpose that issue on your
child.

5. Tell them young so it doesn’'t seem like such a big deal later on

- Remember age appropriateness

- What is their need to know?

- What are they meant to do with this information for years and years of waiting
once WE awaken feelings?

6. Is this parenting in fear?
Answer with another Question — Is it parenting in fear to supervise children playing
by a busy road? Or in water?

There are dangers lurking. At the very least their emotions are new and
overwhelming.
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7. Is it not EVER using the medical terms?

Not necessarily never. Remember the Whole child appropriateness in context of
relationship.

And as | said before...

Protecting the sexual innocence of our children involves taking steps to
prevent or at least minimize the intrusion of moral perversion in the
minds of our children until they are old enough to develop a moral value
system that can internally regulate their behaviour and their moral
decisions.

Remember age appropriateness and need to know. Before Doctor’s visit
perhaps?

8. Sometimes there are situations...

Yes but we fail educationally if we teach to the lowest common denominator e.g. a
struggling student in class. If a teacher taught a whole class to the standard and
ability of the one who struggles the most, parents would riot! Yet we have
unguestioningly accepted this standard regarding Sex Ed.

Of course it is not all cut and dried. There will be difficult situations and damaged
kids. It may not be easy to find new solutions — but will we be willing to try?

The first step to finding answers is to know what the answer is NOT.

MORE information will not help. More rules will not help without the heart to obey.

9. What about abused kids and kids whose parents d  on't prepare them.

Must re-approach these kids with new solutions. Providing the old answers is still
not actually going to help. Real help comes in the form of relationships and
mentoring.

E.g. Some of the people | either admired or derived answers to life questions
through my observance of them — | would never have had the courage to
approach to build relationship and teachers cannot pursue a deep relationship
with all those they teach. But are they living lives of credibility and consistency
with the Word? This is how many of the ‘invisibles’ will derive their help. | don’t
pretend to have all the answers here. But as a starting point will we be willing to
ask some NEW QUESTIONS and search for new answers?
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10. We need these classes to identify abused kids! !
What for? What is done AFTER they are identified?

Is this the only means of identification?

| suggest that talking about sexual matters, body part and abuse is excruciating to
abused children. Perhaps yes, they'll be identified but | think there are gentler
ways to find them and minister to them.

11. This conflicts with what I've heard...

There have been several recent media stories by 60 minutes, breakfast shows,
newspaper articles. Some of what | have said to you directly conflicts with the
claims and conclusions presented by these items.

If we have learned anything at all from the Kinsey reports, it should be to ask more
guestions. We have taken too much on trust already. In the light of the manner in
which the Kinsey reports were conducted, we have reason to approach this kind
of statement with caution.

PR 18:17 The first to present his case seems right, till another comes
forward and questions him.

Mathew 10:16 | am sending you out like sheep among wolves. Therefore
be as shrewd as snakes and as innocent as doves

| heard a female representative on one of these programs (from Family Planning)
say ‘research is showing that kids are waiting longer and being more responsible’.

| ask... What is the definition of ‘responsible’? Is it remembering to use condoms?
Is it getting onto the pill? Is it the not repressing or ‘unnatural and unhealthy
repressing of their sexuality’? What she and | would define ‘responsible’ is quite
different. Yet we hear_on the basis of OUR understanding of the terms. Don'’t be
misled. Remember our differing goals!

More questions to ask from such comments and claims:

Is the source cited and traceable? Who conducted the said research? Under
what conditions? For whom?

Are the conclusions we are being presented with the ONLY reasonable
conclusions that could be made? If there are more possibilities — is the fact of that
stated?
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From what pool of people was the information extracted? What are the definitions
of terms? As in the quote fro Family Planning above... waiting longer than what?

Define ‘responsible’ — is it by not repressing their sexuality and becoming active?
—is it by the use of birth control? — is it in choosing other sexual activity over
intercourse?

| looked for info from the Family planning website this...

12. There were societal and sexual problems before Kinsey came along .
True - it was no utopia. Not trying to say it was. Just to point out the differences
in the widespread acceptance of biblical values as opposed to now.

An increase of 1028% of child sex abuse since 1978 - has got to say
something. (FBI)

A woman having an 8% chance of being raped - has got to say something.
We've all had conversations along the lines of “it (sex abuse) seems to be

everywhere! Is it really happening more or is it just that people are talking about it
more?” In the light of all this...we now know it really IS happening more.
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SEXUALITY — CHALLENGING THE MINDSET.

13. It all seems a bit far fetched.
It's not as though science has never been wrong before. Just because this is our
day, should we be so arrogant as to think this can’t happen in our time?

CONCLUSION

What if gone too far with kids? Be reassured and consider and build into the
following.

- Characterization of the child

- Character of the home — media, parental purity, relationship

Refocus and work from where you are. There may be a clamping down and an
ensuing storm (or not) where there is recognised sin. There may need to be work
on the relationship and family identity before making adjustments.

Sometimes people hear the message of indirect Sex Education and go away
thinking they can’t speak of anything to their kids. | have tried to emphasise that
that is not so— just that we need to recognise the lies and cultural obsession with
sexual matters and make some changes accordingly.

Gods grace is there. However with knowledge comes responsibility and
accountability to God.

In the context also of child’s own growing relationship with God — harm is
minimised —perhaps even nullified. Consider their moral maturity. We are all in
the process!
Romans 12:1-2 (Message version)
So here’s what | want you to do, God helping you:
Take your every day, ordinary life — your sleeping eating,
going-to-work, and walking around life — and place it before God as an offering.
Embracing what God does for you is the best thing you can do for Him.
Don’t become so well adjusted to your culture
that you fit into it without even thinking.
Instead, fix your attention on God.
You'll be changed from the inside ouit.
Readily recognize what He wants from you, and quickly respond to it.
Unlike the culture around you,
always dragging you down to it's level of immaturity,
God brings out the best of you, developing well formed maturity in you.

Seek God on this for yourself.
If | have spoken any truth it will stand up to scr  utiny.
